M.G.Z. Forte segno su una strada
commerciale senza carattere, |'e-
dificio per la societa che organiz-
za gite di rafting sullo Snake Ri-
ver sembra emergere dalla roccia
come un inclinato arrugginito
monolito metailico. Estremamen-
te compatto su tre lati — le fine-
stre sono semplici tagli di forma
e dimensione differenti -, si apre
sul fronte est con una vetrata che
svela il volume a tripla altezza
del piccolo museo della naviga-
zione sui fiumi locali e con ill ne-
gozio per gli appassionati di raf-
ting.

Mad River, Jackson (Wyoming).
A totemic landmark on an other-
wise nondescript commercial high-
way strip, the new headquarters
of Mad River Boat Trips, the
company that runs whitewater
rafting tours on the Snake River,
looks like a rusty steel wedge jut-
ting from the rock. Extremely
compact on three sides - the
windows are just slits of different
shapes and sizes — its glazed east
front reveals a triple-level interior
which reduces inwards to one
level because of the steeply slop-
ing roof. On the ground floor are
changing facilities, a large equip-
ment warehouse, the museum of
the river's navigational history, a
retail space for rafting enthusi-
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mad river

asts and a reception hall with
transiucent fibreglass counter %
ing the entrance on the n
front.
